After being bombarded with decades of
media slogans and catchy phrases,
everyone has a poet and a critic lurking
somewhere in their psyche. Consistent
with a self-sufficient rural culture that
stays close to home to save money, writ-
ing poetry can be very rewarding. We
will look at poems from Badger Clark,
Wendell Berry, Drum Hadley, Wilma Eliz-
abeth McDaniel and William Stafford to
identify the different kinds of fun some
good poets have had. We will discuss
ways to recognize subject matter for our
poems, different approaches to ground-
ing our poetry to real experience and
the various uses of rhyme, meter and
metaphor that fit the unique poet within
us.

A regional nonprofit organization based
in Elko, Nevada, the Western Folklife Cen-
ter works to expand our understanding of
ourselves and our neighbors by celebrat-
ing the traditions of people who live and
work in the West. We strive to create deep
and lasting experiences, to challenge the
intellect and engage the emotions, to
encourage a sense of belonging for those
at home in the West, in fact or in spirit,
and to ensure that rural communities
throughout the region recognize and
appreciate their own cultural bounty.

The Western Folklife Center produces pro-
grams based on original fieldwork and
research among diverse groups of
people around the West. We use this
information to create exhibits, films, radio
programs, recordings and other public
presentations grounded in authenticity.
These materials also become a documen-
tary record that is preserved in the
Western Folklife Center Archives.

The Organization

Located in the historic Pioneer Building
in downtown Elko, the Western Folklife
Center is both a local and a regional
cultural center with an exhibit gallery,
300-seat theater, 20-seat black box the-
ater, saloon and gift shop. Founded in
1980, it is governed by a Board of
Trustees, along with a National Advisory
Council made up of leaders in western
cultural life. A full- and part-time staff of
19 works at the Elko headquarters, and
three employees work at Western

The Western Folklife Center Archives
collects and preserves materials in all
formats that document expressive arts,
traditional lifeways and the evolving
cultural landscape in the Great Basin
region and throughout the American
West. The Archives is also responsible for
documenting the programs and admin-
istrative history of the Western Folklife
Center by gathering, organizing and
preserving materials relating to the
Folklife Center’s exhibitions, projects,
events and regional impact. Collections
in the Archives are heavily used to sup-
port the Folklife Center’s programming
and outreach initiatives.

Producers Hal Cannon and Taki Teloni-
dis spent a week in early June in south-
ern Utah shooting the latest Western
Folklife Center television show. Red
Rock Rondo (working title) makes music
out of the contemporary and antique

stories of the people who make their
home near Zion National Park. Filmed
amidst Zion Canyon’s sheer red rock
walls, this show is a celebration of this
community’s connection to a very
special place. Red Rock Rondo will pre-
miere as part of Zion Park’s centennial
celebration with a screening on May
9th in Springdale, Utah.

The Media Department is also gearing
up for our upcoming concert and CD
Tribute to the Snake River Outlaws, a
band that set the tone for cowboy music
in the Northwest in the 1940s and ‘50s.
On August 24th, as part of the River City
Roots Music Festival in Missoula, Mon-
tana, we are bringing together original
members of the Outlaws with western
swing band Wylie & The Wild West. Look
for the new Snake River Outlaw CD in
the online store.
